The paper examines the impact of COVID-19 on small and medium-sized enterprises in Russia. The
results of the secondary research «Entrepreneurship in Russia» conducted by VTSIOM and the author's
research are presented in the form of a semi-structured interview. Analysis of the results of the study
revealed that entrepreneurs faced a number of problems during the COVID-19 period, which led to the
fact that the entrepreneur had to change his business tactics: either reduce his business or reduce staff,

or apply new business methods.
